PLEASE NOTE that the Registrar fees, such as certification fee, re-certification fee, 24/7 fee, etc. are fees, which you do NOT have to pay to NIRA. These are fees, which your Registrar has to pay to NIRA to remain a NIRA Certified Registrar.

Fees Policy: NIRA will cover its operating expenses by charging fees for certifying and recertifying NIRA Certified Registrars, domain name registrations, and registration transactions, as well as other services that NIRA may offer to Registrars and/or Registrants in accordance with its mandate. NIRA reserves the right to increase or decrease these fees from time to time.

2. Fee – Scope: Registration fees above are only applicable to defined domains as stated under the Domain Name Policy. Pricing for special domain would be as determined and approved by the NIRA Board.

3. Fees – currency: All Fees are payable in Nigerian currency.  

4. Fees – taxes: At the time of payment to NIRA of any of the Fees, Registrars will be required to pay in full the amount of all applicable taxes (including VAT) applicable on such Fees.  

5. Fees – method of payment: The Application for Certification Fee, the Certification Fee, the Re-certification Fee and all amounts deposited by Registrars to the NIRA Deposit Account must be paid by certified cheque, bank draft or any other method that provides immediately available funds, payable to the order of “Nigerian Internet Registration Association” in a minimum amount of N150, 000 depending on the applicable Registrar category.
